o PAL's typically at HMS auditorium
o Transcripts/diplomas

Attendance NO homework must be in class to earn credit

o 15 days in a typical block

o 2nd absence lose credit for the class *exception is medical or extenuating

Application Process

o Complete/return application from your counselor at your homeschool
o Counselors will meet with PAL each quarter to discuss applicants
o Review of applicants and set up appointments with students
=  Similar to a job interview — Why do you want to be at PAL?
o PAL Staff will review applicants and make decisions
